appropriately and the importance of releasing them where we

found them.

. Encourage children to be ‘anreas‘mglg Lndependent in meet'mq
their own care needs by using minibeast handling and
working in nature as an opportunity to discuss the importance

of washing hands.

o Encourage children to select and use resources to build
different homes for minibeasts. Support them to work together
to build the homes and develop their independence in making
choices about where to build them.

Literacy
Using images or small world minibeasts, children choose a
creature and count and clap the syllables in the insect names.
Can children sort the minibeasts according to the amount of
syllables?
Use of large rolls of paper and mark-making tools for children to
draw and represent the different creatures they find in their
outdoor space, drawing freely and creating meaningful marks.
Children share their favourite minibeast stories or songs, they
can use the props to join in with movements and actions.
Use a large box to make the head of a caterpillar to play the
Caterpillar Feeding Phonics Game. Feed the sounds to the hungry
caterpillar. Can they find objects that match that sound?
